baseball tournament, “Party in the Park”
dance, parade, basketball tournament,
vintage car show, bar-be-ques, magician
or children’s rides, there promises to be
something to please every member of the
family. Of course, other things to
experience include attending worship
services in one of the churches and
visiting the school and log cabin, all which
date back to the days before
emancipation. This will be complimented
by special historical displays in the
museum, all ina small-town atmosphere
with the feel of attending an extended
family reunion.
